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Abstract: For many reasons, English teaching for art students has long been a dilemma,
which hinders badly the cultivating of compound and applied art talents. To find a way out, the
author attempts to introduce the approach of ESP (English for Specific Purposes) to English
teaching and course design for art undergraduates. The paper focuses on the clarification of a
course system which emphasizes both basic language competence and practicality by integrating
EGP (English for General Purposes) with ESP in some aspects.
