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Abstract; American higher education has formed a comparatively complete system of student aid
system. Federal work-study program, as one of the four programs of student aid, has become
an important way to relieve students’ financial burdens. The study is carried out from the
following aspects: students’ application, sources of fund, management of both the federal
government and higher institutions. By commenting on the program, the functions of Federal
work-study program are discussed: to educate students, to encourage students’ participation in
the community activities and provide students opportunities to have work practice.
